RE: THE DITCHINGHAM QUARRY

I

I refer to your two letters of the 4™ October 2005 relating to the proposed sand and gravel scheme
on land off the B1332, Ditchingham.

In respect of “damage only” accidents your comments are noted and when available we look
forward to receiving the detail when collated.

With regard to the access to the site, the planning application which has now been submitted,
contains copy correspondence from Norfolk County Council confirming that previous discussions
have taken place in respect of the access point.

It is confirmed that the access point shown on the application drawings is precisely that shown on
the drawings displayed at the exhibition held at Bungay in July 2005.

You raise the matter of the Traffic Impact Assessment. As noted above, the planning application
has been submitted and the accompanying Environmental Statement contains the traffic
assessment prepared by Scott Wilson Kirkpatrick. When the Parish Council receive the
documentation the relevant detail will be available to you.

In respect of the readymix concrete plant, it is once more confirmed that this is not included
within the submission as the proposal is to continue to use the Earsham quarry site. If and when
the Earsham Readymix Plant is required to close, a commercial re-appraisal will be carried out to
assess the supply requirements for the area at that time. An alternative site may be chosen. If
planning consent is granted for the extraction of sand and gravel at the Ditchingham site and if a
future decision is made to apply for a readymix concrete plant at Ditchingham, then such an
application would be decided on its planning merits at that time.
