Thank you for your letter of 21 December.

The Option has no bearing on the current planning application. The surrender of those
areas currently held under Option outside of the existing planning application area 1s
considered a gesture of goodwill on the part of both the Estate and Lafarpe. Lafarge has
no intention of working minerals from these ‘other’ Option areas at any future date.

Your comments regarding landfilhing are noted and understood.

As you are aware the Company has not included a readymix plant within the current
planning application. However, where we operate such facilities at other sites they do not
necessarily increase the actual output from the quarry. Rather than all deliveries being bulk
aggregates, some will be in the form of readymix concrete.

If an application were to be pursued for a ready mix concrete plant at Ditchingham it 15
estimated that given the different capacity of an HGV carrying ready mixed concrete as
opposed to bulk mineral and allowing for daily cement deliveries, then 1t is estimated that
at worst an additional 8 loads per day (or 16 movements) we wuld be involved thus
increasing total HGV loads to 29 (or HGV movements to 58)
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
