Thank you for your letter dated the 7" January in reply to my letter and enclosures dated the
5™ January.

['assume from your letter that the County Council as Highway Authority will not be objecting
to the proposal and I should be grateful if you would send me a copy of your consultation
response to the Planning Committee since presumably the Application will be determined by
the County Council as both Highway and Mineral Planning Authority.

[ am surprised at some of your comments particularly with regard to the suitability of the
B1332 simply because it is classified as a main distributor route. It is necessary to consider its
deficiencies in detail, which has been addressed in my report especially with regard (o its
limited width in places. In paragraph 3.2 I am not claiming that vehicles cannot pass I am
merely showing by photographic evidence that if two wide vehicles whether they be HGV’s or
an HGV and a bus were to arrive at that point at the same time there is a greater accident
potential than if the carriageway width were say 7.3m rather than 5m. This point is not merely
speculation since these sites do have an accident record and there are photographs of accidents
there, which have appeared regularly in the local press. T note that you consider that a right
turn ghost 1sland junction is considered inappropriate in this location so I must ask why 1s it
then at most similar gravel operations this type of junction has been insisted upon.
Presumably Norfolk County Council now will accept that a right turn ghost island junction
will not be requested unless the figures that you have quoted are met.
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
